Taking Care of the Unexpected

Tighten the front axle bolt to the

specified torque:

Make sure that the front fork spacers

( ) are installed into the caliper bracket

properly.

Install the right and left brake calipers

onto the fork legs.

To avoid damaging the brake pads,

carefully fit the brake disc ( ) between

the pads.

Install the caliper fixing bolts and

tighten to the specified torque:

Install the side collars and position the

wheel between the fork legs. Insert the

front axle shaft from the left side,

through the left fork leg and wheel hub.

Align the end of axle shaft ( ) with the

surface of fork leg ( ).
